Criteria 
· Be a currently registered member of Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania and active as a Girl Scout for at least two (2) years 
· Be a current Girl Scout graduating from high school who intends to continue her education (i.e. college, trade or technical school)
· Completed one of the two leadership projects listed below:
a. Earned the Girl Scout Gold Award

b. Completed one exemplary leadership project in her community or Girl    

Scout service unit, of which she is a member

· Write a 500-word essay on one of the following topics:

· What has Girl Scouting meant to you and how has it influenced your life?

· What has kept you in Girl Scouting and how does it fit into your life?

· How has Girl Scouting shaped you and what will you carry into adulthood from this experience?

· Provide two (2) letters of reference from non-related adults who can speak of the applicant’s character and Girl Scout experiences, as requested in the above criteria. Completed reference forms must be mailed directly to the council office by the person making the reference.

· Incomplete applications will not be considered.
