History

Margaret Glenn Estey was one of the founders of the Girls Coalition, a non-profit corporation dedicated to increasing and enhancing services to girls and teenage women in Eastern Pennsylvania. The Estey Award is dedicated to the memory of Margaret’s generous spirit and tireless endeavors in the world of children and youth.  It is designed to recognize young women ages 14-18 who undertake projects that enhance the motivation, aspiration and self-esteem of girls under 18. Girl Scouts of Southeastern Pennsylvania was a founding organization of the Girls Coalition and Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania has assumed responsibility for the Margaret Glenn Estey Award since the Coalition ended its work. Four awards of $100 each will be awarded.
Criteria

· Be a currently registered member of Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania and between the ages of 14-18.
· Displays academic, artistic, and/or athletic accomplishments
· Exemplifies qualities of self-esteem and personal growth
· Made volunteer contributions to your school, church, or community
· Has overcome an obstacle(s)
· Writes a one-page essay about how you have been involved in projects that enhance the motivation, aspiration and self-esteem of girls under 18, and how you meet the award criteria. 
· Provide two letters of reference from non-related adults who can speak of the applicant’s character, and academic achievements. One reference must be from a troop leader/advisor or other active Girl Scout adult.  Completed reference forms must be mailed directly to the council office by the person making the reference.
· Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Selection 

The Scholarship Committee will review all applications. Girls’ names, addresses, troop number, and other identifying information are concealed to ensure anonymity and fairness. Award recipients will be personally notified and recognized at Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania’s Achievement Ceremony on April 22, 2012 at the Pennsylvania Convention Center in Philadelphia.
