· Provide two (2) letters of reference, one from a teacher and one from another interested party that is not a relative (someone who can speak candidly and honestly about the student’s achievements and accomplishments). Completed reference forms must be mailed directly to the council office by the person making the reference.

· Incomplete applications will not be considered.
