Criteria

· Nominated by a non-related registered Girl Scout, using the attached form

· Be a Girl Scout Senior or Ambassador in 9th-12th grades currently registered with Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania

· Be registered as a Girl Scout for at least three (3) years
· Supports Council-sponsored programs (i.e. Cookie Sale, Council or Service Unit events)
· Active in a community group other than Girl Scouts

· Had a meaningful experience that broadened her understanding of the diverse world in which she lives that has helped her to understand and appreciate other cultures, nationalities, ethnic or religious groups

· Shared her experience with others by some visible means (i.e. displays, demonstrations, reports, etc.)
· Provide three letters of reference describing the nominee’s accomplishments as stated in the Criteria from the following: two (2) Girl Scout members (one peer and one adult), and one (1) non-Girl Scout adult. The nominator can write a letter of reference. Completed reference forms must be mailed directly to the council office by the person making the reference.

· Incomplete applications will not be considered.
