Adult Learning Opportunities
Adult Leadership Courses
Leadership training is a three-step process; Step 1: GS101 http://training.girlscouts.org  (password is aboutGS101 and is case sensitive, Step 2: GSEP Volunteer Essentials and Step 3: Grade Level Essentials Training. This three-part education series is required for all leaders and co-leaders and should be completed within the first 3 months of leadership.
Please note: The Step 1 course is to be completed online (also available as a home study workbook).  

Step 2 and Step 3 are in-person courses. You may register for them online at http://gsusa.ebiz.uapps.net/vp/AdultTrainingEvents.aspx

Step 1: GS101

This online introduction to the Girl Scout program provides the background of the Girl Scouts of the USA and information to help you understand the program goals.

How do you access it?

How will you benefit? 
· Increase your familiarity with the history and philosophy of Girl Scouting 

· Learn how you can incorporate the three keys – Discover, Connect, Take Action – into your troop/group activities

· Learn about participation pathways for girls and adults, and the “Girl Scout Leadership Experience”
Step 2: GSEP Volunteer Essentials
This 30 minute to 1 hour workshop introduces new volunteers to their roles and responsibilities as group leadership volunteers. Each participant is provided with Volunteer Essentials, the definitive guide to helping you work with girls.  The workshop is followed by a question and answer session.

What are the pre-requisites?  Step 1 (GS101 – online) 
How will you benefit? 
· Learn about the role of Girl Scouts in your community

· Learn the steps for getting started, including forms, finances and field trips

· Learn about the resources and support available to you

Step 3: Grade Level Essentials Training
This two hour learning opportunity will build on core leadership knowledge you gained in the first two courses, and introduce you to aspects of the age level with which you have chosen to work.   You will learn about the age-specific factors that directly affect your girls and your group and “dive” into the Journeys – the Girl Guide and the companion “how-to” adult Facilitator’s Guide.  You will get to meet other leaders who work with girls at the same level you do!!
There are five grade level courses to choose from:  

· Girl Scout Daisy (Grade K-1)

· Girl Scout Brownie (Grade 2-3)

· Girl Scout Junior (Grade 4-5)

· Girl Scout Cadette (Grade 6-8)

· Girl Scout Senior (Grade 9-10) and Girl Scout Ambassador (Grade 11-12)

What are the pre-requisites?  Step 1 and 2 
Please bring with you:  Volunteer Essentials, Girl’s Guide to Girl Scouting, Journey Book and Facilitator Guide for the Girl Scout grade level you are working with if you have them (sold as a set at the council shop), drink/snack (optional)

How will you benefit? 
· Gain helpful insight to common developmental and behavioral characteristics of girls within your targeted grade level 

· Learn how to organize and conduct fun and effective meetings

· Learn to facilitate the girl/adult partnership and how to build leadership skills in the girls

· Understand the three keys – Discover, Connect, Take Action and the three processes – Girl Led, Learn by Doing, and Cooperative Learning

· Identify the 15  short term and intermediate desired and expected outcomes of the Girl Scout Leadership Experience

· Learn that the new Facilitator Guide – the adult companion guide for each journey – will take you step-by-step through your Leadership Experience
· Learn about the awards and badges available to girls at each individual grade level.

Outdoor Education 
Outdoor education is a three-part process.  Our flexible learning options are designed to provide you with the essential tools to ensure a safe and fun outdoor experience with your troop or group.  Our hands-on outdoor education courses are generally offered from April through November at GSEP camp properties, with Outdoor 102 and 103 offered individually or on the same weekend. Check the current Council Courses Schedule on our website for specific details.
Troop requirements

Before accompanying girls on outdoor and overnight experiences, adult volunteers must complete a series of training courses presented on-site by volunteer facilitators.   All training is provided in conjunction with or through the Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania (GSEP).  

At least one adult troop representative is required to satisfactorily complete the appropriate coursework that corresponds to any outdoor activity a troop intends to conduct.  The adult who has completed the outdoor coursework must attend outdoor trips or cookouts to insure the safety and preparedness of participating Girl Scouts.  
Role of the Outdoor-trained Adult 
Girl Scout Outdoor-trained Adults are responsible for all aspects of preparing girls, leaders and any chaperoning adults for any outdoor experience–including overnight camping trips in cabins or tents, or cook-outs in the park.  Outdoor-trained Adults do not need to be the troop leaders, which makes it an excellent role for a parent or guardian, relative, adult sibling, or other sponsor who cannot lead or assist on a regular basis but wants to be involved with troop activities. 

Girl Scout Outdoor-trained Adults are expected to instruct all girl and adult troop members on the following:

· Safety Activity Checkpoints 
· Council policies and procedures

· Appropriate clothing and personal belongings to bring—and leave at home 

· Proper packing procedures and baggage 

· Troop supplies and needs

· Emergency procedures

· The Buddy System

· Kaper Charts

· Outdoor etiquette

· Avoiding interaction with “permanent outdoor residents” (i.e., critters)

Training Requirements

Pre-requisite:  Outdoor 101
All Outdoor-trained Adults must complete Outdoor 101.  This course is free.  Those who have not previously been outdoor-trained complete an in-person pre-training session in town.  (For re-training information, see Re-Training section.)   This is a three hour classroom course and must be completed prior to attending either of the other outdoor courses.  
In Outdoor 101 you will learn how to prepare your troop for an outdoor experience.  Included in the course is information about safety, planning, progression, equipment, packing, how to register for GSEP camp sites, camp etiquette, and how to get along safely with camp’s permanent residents, etc.  

Outdoor 102 – Cooking and Fires and Outdoor 103 – Overnight must be taken within three months of taking Outdoor 101.  
On-site training

On-site outdoor coursework is completed at GSEP camps, with much of the time spent outdoors:  
Outdoor 102 – Cooking and Fires 

This course is typically scheduled in May, June, September and October.  Pending space availability, courses are offered at our camps in June through August.  The cost of this training is $10.  
Outdoor 102 is a six-hour, hands-on participation course where you will experience the demonstration of various types of cooking methods and fire building, usually held at a GSEP camp property.  

When is Outdoor 102 required?  This course is required for any outdoor cooking or fire building at any site including GSEP properties. For example – if you are having an event at a local park with girls and “just want to toast marshmallows for s’mores” you must have an Outdoor 102 (or equivalent) trained adult present. 

How do you register?  Outdoor 101 is a prerequisite for Outdoor 102. Sign up for this course in person at the conclusion of Outdoor 101.
What are the pre-requisites?  Outdoor 101

How will you benefit? 
· Experience simple cooking methods including box oven, Dutch oven, foil packets, propane stove, and charcoal

· Learn how to engage and involve girls in meal planning and cooking 

· Develop the essential skills of fire building and fire safety
Outdoor 103 - Overnight Camping 

Because of seasonal weather conditions, overnight courses are scheduled from March through November. Participants stay in heated buildings during colder months, but complete much of their training outdoors.  During warmer months, participants typically stay in platform tents.  The cost of this training is $10. 

Outdoor 103 is a hands-on course in which you will have an overnight camp experience.  You will arrive at approximately 7:00 PM and leave by noon the next day.

When is Outdoor 103 required?  This course is required for any overnight camping in outdoor facilities (tents, A-frames, rustic cabins, etc.) or at any GSEP owned property (indoor and outdoor camping facilities). It is highly recommended for overnight trips and indoor camping at non-GSEP modern camping facilities (with indoor plumbing and electricity in the same structure). 

How do you register?  Outdoor 101 is a prerequisite for Outdoor 103. Sign up in person for this course at the conclusion of Outdoor 101.
What is the cost?  $10

What are the pre-requisites?  Outdoor 101 and 102
How will you benefit? 
· Learn first-hand what it’s like to spend a night at camp, including check in/out procedures and flag ceremonies, and the different opportunities for camping throughout GSEP 

· Become skilled at knots, and learn outdoor and after-dark activities to do with girls

· Discover how fireless foods can serve as an alternative for your camp experience

· Understand how to have a safe outdoor experience, including “critter safety”

It’s important to consider the course-schedule timeframes when planning troop camping trips or other outdoor activities.  At least 3-6 months of preparation time is recommended, particularly for those individuals whose troops who are inexperienced or have not frequently camped together.  This enables the Outdoor-trained Adult adequate time to instruct and orient all attending girls and adults, and to insure a safe, fun and educational outdoor experience for everyone. Example: Service Units planning to hold a Service Unit Camping event in the spring should make sure their troops send someone for outdoor courses the summer or fall prior to the event.  Spring 2011 Camping event = Outdoor courses summer or fall 2010.
Outdoor Skills and Fun Weekend Event

This Adult Enhancement weekend event allows volunteers to attend training and bring their registered daughters or their troops to camp for the weekend.  All adults who attend this weekend participate in both the Outdoor 102 and Outdoor 103 courses.  The girls who attend participate in camp activities led by trained program staff.

Prior to this event, several Outdoor 101 courses are held specifically for adults attending this Outdoor Skills and Fun Weekend.  Along with the camp preparation skills that are taught in all Outdoor 101 courses, event specific information is shared at these courses.  Adult participants must attend one of the Outdoor Skills and Fun specific 101 courses in order to attend the weekend event.

Outdoor Skills and Fun Weekend is held once in the spring and once in the fall.

Re-training

Outdoor-trained Adult eligibility remains current for five years.  Re-training in outdoor skills can be completed through at-home study or attending an on-site course.  Registration for on-site courses must be completed through eBiz.

To register for at-home training:

· Complete the Outdoor Retraining Registration Form (found in the back of this guide or available for download on the GSEP website).

· Return the form; check payment for $5 for Outdoor 102 and/or $5 for Outdoor 103; and a copy of your Adult Learning Record Card to:

· Appropriate re-training skill assessment tests and course materials will be mailed.

· Return completed paperwork to Teresa Van Arsdale.  A passing grade of 90 percent is required. 

Exemptions 

Individuals who have extensive outdoor experience or have completed courses through another organization (i.e., another Girl Scout Council, Boy Scouts, American Outdoor Association, etc.) may qualify for home-study training. Exemption Qualification forms are located on our website.  Contact Teresa Van Arsdale at tvanarsdale@gsep.org with questions regarding the qualifications worksheets and requirements.

Home study retraining skill assessment materials are available to maintain active training status, but should be completed in advance not more than 60 days after expiration. Please verify that your training has not expired and plan accordingly to ensure no lapse in qualification.  You may re-qualify by taking the courses or by completing the home study workbooks.

If you exceed the 60 days, you will be asked to complete the exemption qualification worksheets before being permitted to take the home study retraining or must register for the in-person outdoor courses.

First Aid and CPR Education
The troop first-aider is a designated position. A qualified first-aider with current first aid and CPR must accompany the troop/group for physically demanding activities and other activities involving a potential for injury.  Refer to the Safety Activity Checkpoints to determine whether or not a first-aider is required for your activity. 

The troop leader is encouraged to engage another parent as a volunteer for this important position. Certain health care providers meet GSUSA requirements through their profession, and you may find someone already in your troop/group trained or qualified to serve as your first aider –including physicians, registered nurses, dentists, and emergency medical technicians. Additionally, there may be an adult who has been trained through a GSUSA approved agency in their community. Adults are encouraged to obtain the courses either through GSEP or another approved agency such as the American Heart Association or American Red Cross. Some courses offered by American Red Cross or American Heart Association  have separate components for First Aid and CPR, with separate expiration validation time frames.  Both First Aid and CPR (with child components, if applicable) are required to be considered a Girl Scout First Aider.  Courses are frequently offered through local hospitals, rescue squads or community organizations. A complete list of approved First Aid/CPR Provider and courses that meet GSUSA requirements can be found on our website. 
MEDIC® FIRST AID and CPR 

Upon completion of this 8 hour course, participants receive a Course Completion Card that is valid for two years from the day of training.  See the Council Courses Schedule for details.

Other Learning Opportunities and 
Adult Leadership Enhancement Events 
Event Director Training: Level 1

This home study course will prepare you to run simple events for your troop or service unit, including bridging ceremonies, badge events and sing-a-longs.
How do you obtain the home study workbook?

· E-mail us at training@gsep.org to request the home study workbook for Event Director Level 1. Or you may mail or fax a training registration form, indicating the course code as “Event Director Level 1” and submit to GSEP.
· Complete worksheet and submit to GSEP as per instructions in booklet.
Event Director Training: Level 2

Level 2 is a classroom course designed to prepare volunteer event directors for complex events such as an all day service unit event, day camp, camporee or multi-unit or council event. Courses are held several times each year.

Frequently Asked Questions about GSEP Adult Education
Who should attend training? 
All registered Girl Scout volunteers who lead troops – leaders and co-leaders – will complete or be exempt from training designated as required for his/her position.  

What training does a new leader need to take? 

Leaders and co-leaders participate in a three step leadership process that should be completed within the first 3 months of appointment to your position. The three steps include:

· Step 1: GS101
· Step 2: GSEP Volunteer Essentials
· Step 3: Grade Level Essentials Training

Do I need to take the leadership training in order?

Step 1 and 2 should be taken (in any order) before Step 3: Grade Level Essentials Training. 

Do I need a first-aider to take my troop anywhere and every time I leave my meeting place? 

No!  A first aid and CPR trained adult is needed for physically demanding activities and other activities involving a potential for injury. Troop activities requiring a first-aider are indicated in the Safety Activity Checkpoints.  The troop/group first-aider may be any registered adult; often a troop parent already has current First Aid and CPR training through their place of work and may act as the troop first-aider.  Troop first-aider must have both First Aid and CPR training. 
We just want to build a campfire and have s’mores? Do I need to be trained? 

For the safety of the girls, anytime fire is lit, you need to have an Outdoor 101/102 trained adult present. This flexible learning option prepares you for outdoor cooking and fire building (but not overnight camping).  
Where can I find information regarding Bronze, Silver and Gold Awards for girls?
Information workshops for girls, volunteers and parents are offered through the GSEP Program Department. A girl must complete the grade level Journey(s) before she is eligible to register for training. Please refer to the “Bronze, Silver and Gold Awards” section of the GSEP web site and register for these sessions through eBiz.
Who are the GSEP Council Learning Facilitators?

Council Learning Facilitators are volunteers who devote time to facilitating courses in which they are knowledgeable and skilled. Girl Scouts of Eastern Pennsylvania would not be able to offer the large number of high quality learning opportunities without the dedication of these volunteers who help plan and conduct training.

Where are the learning sessions held? 

Locations are selected based on facilitator availability, easy access for volunteers, and area training needs. Feel free to register and attend any session throughout the council.
I’ve taken training at another Girl Scout Council.  Does that count? 

Volunteers who have completed training in another Girl Scout Council may be exempt from GSEP leadership or outdoor training. Girl Scout training that is equivalent to current GSEP training may be accepted. A training card or letter from another council will serve as documentation. Please contact Teresa Van Arsdale, Volunteer Management Coordinator, at 888-564-4657 or tvanarsdale@gsep.org to discuss the specifics of each request.

What about my volunteer application? 

All leaders and co-leaders, cookie and fall product program sales managers, and volunteers at overnight events must complete a volunteer application and consent for GSEP to obtain a child abuse and criminal background clearance. You may take training while your volunteer screening is in process; however you may not meet with girls until the clearance process is complete.

There is no workshop near me! 
We do our best to provide a broad assortment of options in all nine counties, with the hope that you will not need to travel more than about a half hour to attend training.   Call or email Jennifer Allebach (jallebach@gsep.org) to discuss your concerns.
How do I find out about volunteer learning opportunities?  
The GSEP Council Courses Schedule is updated on the GSEP website each week. Visit the “Adult Training” section of our website at www.gsep.org.  If you are serving as a troop first-aider and/or Outdoor-trained Adult, please plan to complete training well in advance of scheduled trips to ensure that the appropriate courses are available. 

How do I register? 

Online: Go to our website, www.gsep.org and click on the eBiz Registration icon on our homepage. 
By mail or fax: Mail or fax the training registration form to the address on the form. Advance enrollment is requested as early as possible.  For courses with fees, registration will not be accepted without payment. 

NOTE: Registration closes three business days prior to a training, and five business days before an outdoor training. Please contact the training registrar if you wish to register following the closing date. Late registrants may be placed in to courses if there is availability. 

How do I receive confirmation of my training? 

If you’ve registered online, you will receive a confirming e-mail indicating that your registration form has been sent. This is not your official confirmation. E-mail confirmation will be sent when we have received the minimum number of participants, usually within one week of the training date. 

Do I have to pre-register? I’m not sure if I’ll be able to attend.   

Yes!  We frequently cancel training sessions since volunteers wait until the last minute to attend, and we have not reached the minimum number of participants. Please register in advance as this allows adequate time to send confirmation to participants and for the volunteer trainers to prepare for the expected number of participants.  

When does GSEP cancel trainings? 

Occasionally, a course may be cancelled for inclement weather, if the minimum number of participants is nor reached one week in advance, or for an unexpected emergency.  When a training course is cancelled due to low enrollment, participants will be notified approximately 3 business days in advance via e-mail. 
Please check the home page of our website at www.gsep.org or call 888-564-4657 ext. 1092, the Inclement Weather Hotline, for last minute cancellations due to inclement weather conditions. We will make every effort to notify you in advance by phone or email.  Please check your confirmation for additional emergency cancellation information. 
What if I have to cancel? 

Please call or email us in advance to cancel your registration. In some cases, there may be a waiting list and someone else may be able to attend in your place. Training fees are non-refundable for no-shows.  Refunds for participant cancellations will only be processed if you notify us seven business days prior to the training date. In the event of a personal emergency, a credit toward another session will be processed if you notify us within 24 hours.
Quick Tips for a Successful Learning Experience at GSEP
Registration

Please register in advance for all GSEP courses. Registration is available online using eBiz at http://gsusa.ebiz.uapps.net/vp/AdultTrainingEvents.aspx, by mail, or fax. Training Registration Forms are also found in the back of this guide. 

NO Walk-In Registrations Please! 
Council Learning Facilitators may be unable to provide course materials or adequate seating (based on facility accommodations) for walk-ins. 

Attendance

Please be prompt!  Adult Learning Sessions will begin at the scheduled time. Early arrival allows for check-in and starting promptly. Please sign the roster to confirm your attendance at a learning session. 
What to Bring

It is always appropriate to bring Volunteer Essentials, note-taking materials, and the GSEP Adult Learning Record Card to all trainings. Participants may also wish to consider bringing a snack or drink. 

Cell Phone Courtesy

In consideration of your fellow participants and Council Learning Facilitator, please place your cell phone on silent ring and take calls outside the training location.

No Child-Care

We appreciate you making arrangements as child care is not provided. This is for your child’s safety as well as for the consideration of other course participants and creating an optimal adult learning environment. If you require child-care, please consider contacting older Girl Scouts or another parent in your service unit. 

Cancellation

Occasionally, a course may be cancelled for any of the following reasons:

• Inclement weather

• The minimum number of participants is not reached

• The facilitator is unexpectedly unable to attend and a replacement is not available
Please call 888-564-4657, ext. 1092, the Inclement Weather Hotline, for last minute cancellations due to inclement weather conditions.  If you are unable to attend a learning session you have registered for, please contact us at training@gsep.org or contact the Training Registrar at 888-564-4657, ext. 1417. Please call in advance, as facilitator is expecting you and there may be a waiting list for the course.

Refunds

Refunds will be issued if a learning session is canceled by GSEP. Refunds for participant cancellations will only be processed if you notify us seven days prior to the training date. In the event of a personal emergency, a credit toward another session will be processed if you notify us within 24 hours of the training date. Training fees are not refundable for no-shows.  

Adult Learning Record Card 

Participants attending their initial training will receive a card to record subsequent Girl Scout trainings. Use this card to record adult learning progress within the council.
