 Read a fi ctional book on a marine animal.  Juniors might be interest in the 
 Dolphin Diaries series.

 Draw a picture of your favorite marine animal or make a marine animal out of clay or 
 Play-Doh.

 Make a crossword puzzle, fi nd a word, or other type of puzzle, and share it with another girl  
 scout or friend.

 Write a story or a poem about a marine animal and read it to some younger girls.

 Find out about an endangered marine animal and what you can do to help save this 
 endangered species.

 Find out what marine animals eat and how they care for their young.

  Make a collage of all different kinds of marine animals.

 Make a diorama of how marine animals live and show their natural habitat.

 Talk with a marine biologist or maybe someone who works with marine animals.
