August 8–13

EARN: Playing Around the 
World Try-It

PREREQUISITE: Campers must 
be able to ride a multi-geared 
bike with confidence. Girls 
are encouraged to bring their 
own helmet and mountain 
bike in good working 
condition. Bicycles and 
helmets are available from 
camp on a first-come, first-
served basis; if needed, please 
note on the registration form.

Jam-packed with extreme 
adventure! Girls improve their 
knowledge of bicycling—the 
rules of the road, riding skills, 
and basic bike maintenance—
then cycle to the barn for two 
mounted horseback riding 
lessons. A day-trip to Camp 
Tohikanee challenges campers 
on the low ropes course and 
the archery range before they 
run across the Cookie Bridge! 

BULLSEYE!
July 4–9

COST: $295 
EARN: The Archery Badge 
from the Girl Scouts of 
Western Pennsylvania Council

Can a girl be like Robin Hood? 
Absolutely! Just close one eye, 
focus, and shoot. BULLSEYE! 
Campers gain courage by 
developing proficiency in 
archery by learning to select 
the proper bow, perfect their 
stance, and to aim and shoot. 
Creating their own targets, 
popping water balloons, and 
experimenting with late-night 
archery help improve their 
personal best.

Campers learn important 
principles to become water 
safety ambassadors, and 
explore the essentials 
of water conservation.

A 
female paleontologist visits to 
talk about her international 
expedition and help girls 
make plaster casts of real 
dinosaur bones.

COST: $300 
EARN: The Play’s The Thing IPA

Girls explore the haunted-
house industry with a trip to 
one of the nation’s spookiest 
spots—Terror Behind the Walls 
at Eastern State Penitentiary 
in Philadelphia—where they 
take the Daytime Historic Tour; 
meet the technical director 

and actors; and go behind-
the-scenes to see how it all 
comes together. Girls return 
to camp and build a haunt of 
their own for older campers, 
counselors, family and friends. 

Hit the Road!
July 25–30
COST: $295
EARN: Car Sense IPA

Always be prepared! 
Campers get their hands dirty 
learning about a car’s engine, 
transmission, drive-train and 
brakes. The week wraps up 
with a visit to a car dealership, 
where girls meet and learn 
from a female mechanic.

FOR GIRLS ENTERING 
GRADES 6–10

Iron Women Roll Along
July 18–30
COST: $595
EARN: Rolling Along IPA
PREREQUISITE: Campers  
must be able to ride a multi-
geared bike for an extended 
period of time. Girls are 
encouraged to bring their 
own helmet and mountain 
bike in good working 
condition. Bicycles and 
helmets are available from 
camp on a first-come, first-
served basis; if needed, please 
note on the registration form.

Girls brush up their skills 
in cycling, safety and bike 
maintenance with daily rides 
along on-site trails, and meet 
a female cyclist who uses her 
passion to raise money for a 
good cause—before taking 
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two trips of their own off-
site. A ride along the paved 
Schuylkill River Trail includes 
an overnight stay at Valley 
Forge Day Camp, and a next-
day exploration of the trails 
at Valley Forge National Park; 
girls return to camp by van. 
Then, the iron women plan a 
trip of their choice to one of 
the four closest GSEP camps. 
So let’s roll! 

Into the Deep 1
July 18–30
COST: $715
EARN: Open water SCUBA 
Diver Certification (received 
8–10 weeks after program 
completion)
PREREQUISITES: Age 12 or 
older by June 30. Girls must 
have successfully completed 
Advanced Swimmer training; 
be able to swim the length 
of the pool without stopping; 
tread water for one minute 
fully clothed; and swim 
underwater for at least  

10 feet. Physician’s clearance 
and permission from  
parent/guardian permission 
are required.

An underwater experience 
like no other! Girls learn 
basic scuba skills and safety 
procedures, taught by a 
certified SCUBA instructor 
in the on-site pool. Campers 
test their skills for two days at 
the Dutch Springs Quarry in 
Bethlehem and the Bainbridge 
Scuba Center Quarry. Family 
and friends are invited to 

“Family Night” to watch 
campers show off their skills 
during the second week of 
the program. Fee includes 
open water diving excursions; 
certification materials; and 
all scuba equipment rental. 
Girls keep their scuba mask, 
snorkel, fins, and booties. 

Into the Deep 2
August 1–13

COST: $700
PREREQUISITE: Age 12 or 
older by June 30. Campers 
must have successfully 
completed Under the Sea 1, 
Into the Deep 1, or provide 
proof of Open Water Diving 
Certification. Physician’s 
clearance and permission from 
parent/guardian permission 
are required, and girls must 
provide their own masks, fins, 
snorkels, and booties.

Girls learn more advanced 
techniques and practice night-
diving in the on-site pool.  
Girls will test their skills off-site 
at the Dutch Springs Quarry in 
Bethlehem and the Bainbridge 
Scuba Center Quarry! Family 
and friends are invited to  

“Family Night” to watch 
campers show off their skills 
during the second week of 
the program. Fee includes 
open water diving excursion, 
certification materials, and 
scuba equipment rental. 
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
