She served in a support 
assignment at Dover Air Base during the Gulf War and Iraqi Freedom and 
retired as a Senior Master Sergeant.

Her impressive educational background includes completing her degree from 
Bennett College in Greensboro, NC in three years, Howard University’s School 
of Social Work, the United States Air Force Academy, United States Air Force 
Jet Engine Mechanic Technical School, Senior Non-Commissioned Officer

and emotional issues for cancer patients and families. She was a sisterhood 
co-chair at a Dover synagogue and is currently a member of the Jewish 
Federation of the Lehigh Valley Women's Philanthropy Committee.
